| am having the main plate of the camber plate on both sides of the car start to bend up after several
races. | have carefully flattened them on a press and reinstalled and they end up bowing up slightly after
s couple of races.

| spoke with the GC guys, and they are telling me that the internal bump stops in the Bilsteins are
making contact during turns, which is causing the deformation. They say to go to a higher spring rate,
and have Bilstein shorten the bump stops in the struts by ~50%.

| am wondering if anyone else has experienced this? | am guessing that not that many of you are
running Bilsteins, so it could be there is not that much data out there.

I run in other series with this car that don't allow for adjustable shocks/struts, so am a kind of stuck with
them.
