You can see how the angle of the bar coming in is off from the &quot;post&quot; off the A pillar. If | were
to let the bar sit &quot;naturally,&quot; it would be above the post it joins to. The angle is bad enough
that | can't get the coupling to move into place and bolt it down. The lower bar on this side (and both on
the other side) went in without any trouble.
