Hmm maybe it would have been nice to cast in 4 studs to use for mounting. That way you don't need to
drill holes in the ballast to secure it. As it stands it looks like you will need 8 mounting bolts.

| had considered that in the past, but chose against it. lead being as soft as it is, the potential for any
cast in bolts turning when tightening, or if using short bolts cast in with large washers, if they are too
short could pull out in an accident. Hate to have 40# of lead flying in the cockpit during an impact.

| ended up drilling, using longer bolts and large washers to get good clamping of the weight.

At least I'll have a dry ass when | climb in the
seat next time it's raining. | made a template with some cardboard, traced it out on the plexiglass and
cut it. Drilled some holes and installed with some sheet metal screws.

It's getting hot and | don't take the heat very well. The air is stagnant in the car so | decided to make
something to blow air on me. This is part of the heater/AC venting system left over when | gutted the
car.

| positioned the duct so that it would blow in my face, marked it and drilled a big hole on one side and
smaller one on the other

| used an o-ring on the back side to keep from losing the screw when it's removed to install the window.

| also installed a screen to keep from getting hit in the face from debris that it might pick up.

After some trimming.
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All finished! One sheet metal screw and an o-ring was all it cost and | had those lying around.

| also have a Cool Shirt system that I'll be installing. I'll get some pics up later next week.

| can't get it to stay in the position | want. So | got a peice of flat aluminum that | had lying around. Cut it
to length and drilled some holes in it.
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| riveted it to the inside of the duct.

Now | can bend it to the position that | desire to get air flow where | want and the aluminum bar holds it
in place. Notice the nice curve in it. I've got it set to blow right in my face and the screen keeps anything
from coming through and hitting me.
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
